NURS 4670 : Foundations of Holistic Nursing Practice

This six-credit course introduces students to foundation concepts, processes and skills related to the provision
of holistic nursing care of the individual experiencing health alterations. Learning experiences will be grounded
in the university philosophy that nursing is a healing ministry focused on body, mind and spirit. A conceptual
framework derived from nursing science, life, behavioral and social sciences, humanities, theology and

philosophy provides a foundation for clinical reasoning in providing nursing care and supporting the healing
process.
